Providing a clean water source is essential to ensuring optimal flock health and best “bottom-line”
performance. It is easy to neglect proper cleaning and disinfection of your water system, as we cannot see what is

happening inside the water lines therefore, it is important to make a note to clean the water system after every
flock.
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Good, clean water begins with a thorough water line sanitation program. The varlability and dynamics of
water systems can create cleaning challenges, but these can be overcome with water quality information, a little
effort and the right tools. Follow these guidelines, and your birds will have a high quality water supply.

~Step One: Have Water Analyzed Ty Step Four: Clean the Lines———ﬁ

e One gallon of Proxy-Clean™ will eliminate

Have water analyzed for pH level and scale-

causing minerals: calcium, magnesium and man-
ganese.

If the water contains more than 90 ppm
combined calcium and magnesium and more than
0.05 ppm manganese and 0.3 ppm iron, you will
need to include a water acidifier in your cleaning
program.

These products will dissolve the mineral

deposits in water lines and fittings.
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~Step Two: Remove Biofilm——

9 Prior to wusing Proxy-Clean™,

make sure there is an adequate air
release from your water system. Con-
sult equipment suppliers before using
products to prevent unnecessary
damage.

~~Step Three: Prepare Proxy-CIean““—\

For best results use Proxy-Clean™ at the
strongest concentration recommended on the label.

Option 1 - If your medicator is fixed at 1:128
or 1%, Proxy-Clean™ should' stay in your
water lines for a minimum of 48 hours

Option 2 - If your medicator is adjustable, a
3% solution should stay in your waterlines for
a minimum of 12 hours

at 3% level. Water systems should be designed so
that they can be opened to drain completely when
the cleaning Is complete.

Follow these steps to clean the water lines:

1. Open water lines so they drain completely.

2. Begin pumping the Proxy-Clean™ through the
water lines at the recommended levels.

Option 1 — fixed medicator at 1:128 or 1% soluticn

Option 2 — adjustable medicator at 3% solution

3. Trigger nipple drinkers so the solution saturates
the nipple mechanism.

4, Watch the water as it leaves the drain line for
signs of Proxy-Clean™ such as bubbling or fizzing.
* As an alternative, food colouring may be added to
Proxy-Clean to help visually determine when lines are filled.

5. Once water lines are filled with Proxy-Clean™,
close the tap and leave product in the lines for the
recommended period;

Option 1 - fixed medicator, minimum 48 hours

Option 2 - adjustable medicator, minimum 12 hours

6. Flush Proxy-Clean™ from the water lines after
the holding period. Water used to flush the lines
should contain the level of chlorine normally used
in the drinking water for the birds.

7. Water lines from the well to the poultry
buildings should also be cleaned and sanitized
between flocks. It is best not to flush these
outside water lines through the water lines inside
the buildings. Connect a water hose to the
medicator faucet to drain the outside lines.
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
